Introduction 
 
This form of Cancellation Notice for the purposes of Canadian Payments Association 
Rule H1 – Pre-Authorized Debits (PADs), does not preclude a Payor from using any 
communication in Writing or otherwise that clearly instructs a Payee to cease issuing 
PADs or otherwise revoking a Payor’s PAD Agreement or Authorization to issue PADs. 
The provisions set forth below are in addition to and not in replacement of any or all 
provisions of any other agreement between a Payee and a Payor and do not limit a 
Payor’s obligations under any agreement with a Payee that comply with the provisions 
of Rule H1.
